Biology I will also 

be a one semester course this year, 

however, Bio I does not have the book 

report requirement of CP Biology. 

This biology course is an intense look 

into the world of life where students 

will become junior scientists driven by 

the incurable need for knowledge, 

fueled by a healthy curiosity.  We will 

examine the critical importance of 

scientific developments (past, present 

and future) on today’s world and how 

they effect all of us. 

CP Biology & Biology I  

Honors Biology II  is the first 

semester of AP Biology coursework.  

Students will explore concepts 

through inquiry based lab 

investigations, projects as well as 

research into current events.  After 

completing H. Bio II, students will 

continue on to AP Biology  second 

semester.  AP Biology is a college 

level class taught in high school  

structured around the four “Big 

Ideas” (Evolution, Energy Processes/

Free Energy, Information and 

Interactions/Living Systems, and 

Biological Systems) which are described 

in detail in the curriculum framework. 

These Big Idea concepts will be 

incorporated into each lesson throughout 

the course.   Students will be involved in 

college level inquiry based  lab 

investigations.  Students will be required 

to demonstrate their depth  of 

understanding in biological content 

through the application of science 

practices.  Students will also be involved 

in student-directed laboratory 

investigations throughout the semester 

and will be required to maintain a 

detailed lab notebook for all work. 

Toward the end of the course students 

will prepare for the AP College Board 

Exam given in May.
